Key

year round resident = a species breeding in the region

migrant = a species breeding north of our region and passing through in spring or fall 

visitor = a species breeding outside of our region, but present in some numbers for extended period in summer or winter

vagrant = a species breeding outside of our region and very rarely present here, usually for short periods

local =  a species present for a season  in only a few localities, usually a body of water

peak number(s) = largest or relatively large numbers of individuals of a species reported at one location on a day

record = presence of one individual or a similar number of individuals at one location on a single day, or over several days, or, in the case of some breeding or wintering birds, over a period of several weeks or months..

The following status categories refer to the likelihood of sighting a species, not numbers present in region.

Common = more than 30 records in region per year or period

Uncommon = 10-30 records in region per year or period

Rare = less than 10 records per year or period, but more than 40 ever

Casual = 7-40 records ever (in caps)

Accidental = less than 7 records ever (in caps)

Unless noted, all sightings of uncommon or rare species are listed.
NOTE: All mentions of records or numbers refer to the January-February period only.  Winter Counts done in early January are included in Nov-Dec records.
